Rhythm Three: By God'’s grace, | will set aside time
for prayer, worship and spiritual reading.

R1 Jesus made time to pray daily and
joined others for worship on the
Sabbath.

R2 Chad recognised the interdependence

of private and corporate prayer.

L Will you set aside the time for prayer,
worship and spiritual reading?
I will. Come, encouraging Spirit, come.

Rhythm Four: By God'’s grace, | will endeavour to be
a gracious presence in the world, serving others and
working for justice in human relationships and social

structures.
R1 Jesus laid aside his majesty, took the form
of a servant and shared our human life.
R2 Chad forsook a privileged future for
a life of prayer, ministry and mission.
L Will you be a gracious presence in the

world, serving others and working for
justice? | will. Come, generous Spirit, come.

Rhythm Five: By God'’s grace, | will sensitively share
my faith with others and support God’s mission both

locally and globally.

R1 Jesus sent his disciples out and commanded
them to preach the gospel to all nations.

R2 Chad’s obedience led him from Northum-
berland to Ireland, Yorkshire,
Mercia and Lichfield.

L Will you share your faith with

others and support local and
global mission?

I will. Come, empowering
Spirit, come.
