Nomination of Revd Prebendary Jim Trood as Deputy Chair of the Diocesan Board of
Finance

rector. | have served on Diocesan Synod for much of my time in Lichfield Diocese, have
been a member of Bishop’s Council, whilst acting archdeacon, and have been on the
diocesan Finance and Asset Management (FAM) committee for the last 3 years. | am
also a Bishops Advisor for those being considered for ordination training which involves
interviewing on stage 1 and stage 2 panels.
